From this, we 
will determine if it is 
appropriate to proceed 
further. 

2. We will talk at 
length about all 
of the varied 
issues and 
possibilities for 
church planting. 

7. The CMA Church 
Planting Ministry Team or 
a Parent Church will issue 
a formal call to you to join 
our church planting team, 
including all salary and 
financial arrangements. 

6. If you are approved at the 
Assessment Center, we will 
go through mutual 
expectations for church 
planting to insure a healthy 
church planting relationship. 

8. Should you accept the call, we 
will assist in sending you to a 
recognized church planting 
training conference. 
 
10. You will be coached by 
experienced personnel throughout 
all the stages of church planting.  
You and your spouse will find 
support through our church 
planters network and other 
support systems. 

4. At this point, there 
is a formal 
assessment involving 
you and your spouse 
through a 4 day 
Converge Worldwide 
sponsored 
Assessment Center or 
its equivalent 

9. This often involves support 
development, mobilizing an 
intercessor team, and moving to 
your church planting site.
